Global Lung Cancer Coalition Releases 2024 Patient Experience Survey Findings
October 31, 2024 – The Global Lung Cancer Coalition (GLCC) announces the release of its 2024 Patient Experience Survey, which gathered insights from lung cancer patients across 18 countries. 
The survey, conducted from March 28, 2024, to May 14, 2024, received 905 responses and highlights both encouraging trends and areas needing improvement in lung cancer care and support1.
Key Findings and Common Themes
The survey underscores the importance of quality healthcare, informed self-determination, physical and mental integrity, and confidentiality and privacy for lung cancer patients. While each patient's experience is unique, several common themes emerged across different geographies and health systems1. 
Notably, there has been an improvement in patients' involvement in treatment and care decisions compared to previous years. However, the survey also revealed that more needs to be done to ensure patients receive timely and useful information throughout their journey, including biomarker testing1.
Prof Matthew Peters, chair of the GLCC, commented: 
“The GLCC calls on governments and health systems worldwide to increase public awareness of lung cancer symptoms, reduce stigma, and implement national screening programs to improve early diagnosis and treatment outcomes.
The GLCC remains committed to advocating for the needs and preferences of lung cancer patients globally. The insights from the 2024 Patient Experience Survey will inform our ongoing activities and campaigns to ensure that every lung cancer patient receives the care and support they deserve.”
November is designated as Lung Cancer Awareness Month (LCAM). This international initiative aims to promote better understanding of the disease, its signs and symptoms, its causes and effects, and to counter the misconceptions that can often hinder early diagnosis, care provision and empathy for those living with it.  
Lung Cancer Awareness Month promotes ways to improve lung health, raise funds for research, and provide support to those affected by lung cancer.
